HOW TO PLAY

Play the game in small groups. 

Tools: You need a dice and counters.

Rules:

1. Cut out the bonus cards.

2. Place your counters on the space marked start and throw the dice.

3. The first player to throw a six starts the game. 

4. The first player throws the dice and moves his/her counter along the board according to the number on the dice.

5. When the player lands on space with the number , s/he has to answer the question. If the answer is correct, the player gets a bonus card. If the answer is wrong, the player does not get a bonus card.
6. When the player lands on space without the number, s/he does not answerthe question.
7. The winner is the player who gets to the finish with the largest number of bonus cards. If players have the same number of bonus cards, the winner is the first to get to the finish.

The signs:
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If a player lands on a space with the car sign, s/he throws the dice again.
